Visiting the Chinese People’s Liberation Army
Hong Kong Garrison Exhibition Center

Summary

The purpose of this circular memorandum is to encourage primary and secondary
schools to participate in the captioned activity. It supersedes Education Bureau Circular
Memorandum No.18/2025 issued on 8 January 2025.

Background

2. The Chinese People’s Liberation Army (PLA) Hong Kong Garrison Exhibition Center
at Ngong Shuen Chau Barracks has been opened to the public since July 2021. It has staged an
exhibition themed “Dreams of the East”, featuring three thematic exhibition halls, namely “the
Chinese Dream”, “the Dream of a Strong Military” and “the PRC HK Garrison”, and the
weaponry and equipment area, such as historical photos, artefacts and models of the PLA’s
military equipment.

Details

3. The PLA Hong Kong Garrison Exhibition Center is now open for visit from all
primary and secondary schools. To tie in with the implementation of Primary Humanities,
Citizenship, Economics and Society (Secondary 1-3), Chinese History, Senior Secondary
Citizenship and Social Development, as well as national and national security education, schools
could arrange students to visit the exhibition themed “Dreams of the East” to enable students to
understand the splendid civilisation of the Chinese nation, the history of the Communist Party of
China, the national history of the People’s Republic of China, and the military history of the
Chinese People’s Liberation Army. The visit enhances students’ understanding of our country’s
development and achievements, as well as the work of the Hong Kong Garrison, deepening their
understanding of the importance of safeguarding national security, thereby cultivating their
affection for home and country and nurturing them to become a new generation who love our
country and Hong Kong.
