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(ii)- It was noted that during one month 66 nffendeéjs were sentenced to
imprisonment for three days or less, The Committee re-iterated their view
‘that this was s ridiculous practice and observed that, put at its lowest, to
carry out the admission and discharge procedure, medical examination,
clesning up etc. for such a short stay must be expensive and wasteful. They
were glaed to hear that the asuthorities, end in particular the Chief Justice,
were concerned at this situation.
