a) What is the cartoonist’

The cartoonist felt that Khrushchev was insincere and pretended to be enthusiastic to
the West. As shown in Source G he opened the door, representing an outlet to mutual
negotiations with the West. However, one could not enter as there was a brick wall
blocking its way. It implied that superficially, Khrushchev was open-minded to
welcome discussion with the capitalist bloc but in reality he did want to stop mutual
contact.

by Pan-Germanism, which, in other words, aimed at establishing a German empire
over Europe. especially the Balkans. related concrete actions were not really taken.
Austria-Hungary was supported by Germany to invade the Balkans. but it was still
only an unconditional support. Even though the Sarajevo Assassination happened in
1914, Germany still only gave a “blank cheque” to Austria-Hungary and wamed
Russia not to mobilize troops. A German Empire was in expectation, but no any
implementation. However, German target was obvious in the 1930s as she wanted to
reject the Treaty of Versailles by launching expansionist policy. In the eyes of Hitler,
though the German government was incapable to protect Germany’s prestige, the
punishments from the victorious powers were even more unforgivable.

In fact, in the period
f 1946-1952, the relationship between the USSR and the US deteriorated because of
he response by the USSR. In 1947, the US implemented the Marshall Plan. To
respond, the USSR stopped the Eastem European countries from joining the Marshall
lan and implemented the Molotov Plan. So, it seems that the act of the USSR
ndoubtedly separated Europe further into two different and hostile camps. The
ension began to rise. Also, in 1948, when the US, Britain and France decided to issue
a new currency in the

their administrative area in Germany, the USS R responded by starting the Berlin

Blockade. Stalin blocked all the roads from the West to Berlin and this led to the airlift
of necessity from the West and the US then sent B29 to prepare for a war. It was clear
that the USSR ’s reaction and response to the capitalist camps intensify the Cold War
by deteriorating the relationship and isolated the two camps to break communication in
the period 1953-1964, the tension was also brought by the USSR’s response. In fact, in
1949, the NATO was established and 1n 1955, West Germany was allowed tparticipate
in NATO. So, the USSR deemed it as a provocation and established the Warsaw Pact
Alliance. This further split the democratic countries with the communist count ries by
separating into two organisations. Therefore, it was clear that the USSR ’s response or
counter-action towards the capitalist bloc led to the ten sion between the USA and the
[USSR and it undoubtedly led to the intensified situation of the Cold War in 194-1964.

Second, the USSR’s participation inregional wars led to indirect conflcts with the USA
50 its aim to spread communis m through the participation in regional wars in tensified
the Cold War. In fact, in the period of 1941 -1952, this was one factor that led to the

deteriorating relationship bet ween the two opposite blocs. In 1946 -1949, the USSR
supported CPC in China during the Ghinese Civil War while the US supported the KM’
So, they indirectly confronted each other and the victory of CPC finally marked the

ever-deteriorating relationship.
